There are many stores 

here, 2 large supermarkets and small stores on almost every 

corner.  

Living Area. For your enjoyment we have the upstairs living 

area set up with the following: TV, video, movies, and recrea-

tional area. Please make yourself at home.  

Cell phones.  One is provided here.  Texting is cheaper than 

calling you can add 100 pesos (approx. $9.00 US) to the cell 

and that should do for your stay.   International phones only 

work if you have set it up with your cell phone company before 

leaving the states. 

Electric. Don't leave lights on when not in use.  Turn off every-

thing before leaving, electricity can get expensive if you let it. 

Washing Machine. One is available for your use, there is no 

dryer, only clothesline. Or you might choose to have your laundry 

sent out. We have a very affordable laundry service that is won-

derful.  

Showers. The upstairs has one large bathroom accommodated 

with towels and other basic essentials. 

Cleaning. Please pick up after yourself. There is no room service. 

We have a person that cleans our home once a week. 

Pets: We have a little dog named Zorro. He is not allowed in the 

Guest area. He is a very nice little dog. 

Deposit. There is no deposit required, we would like to have at 

least 2 weeks notice if possible that you will be cancelling your 

reservation, that way someone else may be able to visit.  

Payment: We would prefer to be paid in US Dollars rather than

Driving. If you are driving, directions can be emailed to you 

from Laredo Border crossing. 

Airport. Leon is where you should fly in. You may take a taxi to 

a bus station. Bus's leave Leon on a regular basis to San Miguel 

De Allende (25 miles from here)  and you can then take a bus to 

Dolores Hidalgo. Or you can have someone pick you up at the 

airport (if possible)  the charge for this is $50 US and $50 US to 

return.  Pick up day are never on Sunday or Tuesday nights due 

to our Christian meetings. Hours we are available for this service 

are from 10a to 4p in winter or 6p in the Summer due to days 

being longer and can travel thru the mountains. Arrangements for 

pickup has to be made in advance at least 2 weeks.
